L&L Dreamspell may have started as a Micro-Publisher but after three years it sure isn’t “micro” any more. They’ve even launched a second imprint for non-fiction – Wisdom Trends. In April 2010 they reached the 100th title milestone!
Their fiction genres include Mystery, Suspense, Thriller, Horror, Sci-Fi, Mainstream, Young Adult, Historical, Romance, Erotica, Paranormal, Theme Anthologies and more.

They publish books in Trade Paperback format – 5.5”x8.5” – and as Multiple Format Ebooks. You can read their ebooks on all computers, the latest smart phones, and dedicated ebook devices including Sony’s Reader, Amazon’s Kindle, Barnes and Noble’s Nook, Apple’s iPad and more.

Several years ago, when long time friends Lisa Rene’ Smith and Linda Houle realized they both wanted to write and publish books, they pooled their talents and formulated a plan that resulted in the “L&L” partnership. But they didn’t rush the process. First they spent several years studying the business end of publishing and learning to use state of the art design software. After creating a few book projects from their own manuscripts, just to make sure they could produce a beautiful product, they officially opened for submissions.

In April 2007 L&L Dreamspell officially launched with Ninth Lord of the Night by Diana L Driver and John Foxjohn’s Journey of the Spirit, followed by Sylvia Dickey Smith’s debut novel Dance on His Grave, which has expanded to a three book series, with more sequels to come. With steady growth and expansion they now publish an average of four to six books per month. Their 100th title, released in April 2010, is Girl Gone Nova by award winning Houston author Pauline Baird Jones.
The talented L&L Dreamspell team includes many other award-winning authors. Writers from all over the United States and even other countries have submitted stories and novels. Linda and Lisa delight in discovering new talent and helping them achieve their dream of becoming paid published authors. Although advances are modest compared to New York publishing houses, small press authors have the luxury of staying in print long enough to build a fan base. Often the large east coast companies give authors mere weeks to prove their books will sell, and if they don’t they’re out of print and out of luck. Just one of many reasons authors are migrating to small presses like L&L Dreamspell.

Independent publishers are not all created equal and people should do their research to find the right “fit”. Also some so-called publishers are actually vanity houses that charge authors to put manuscripts into print. Becoming any type of book-packaging service was never an option for L&L.   

There’s an amazing camaraderie among the L&L Dreamspell team. A private forum allows their authors to announce signings and successes, share promotion ideas, and ask each other for help and advice. Several L&L authors have written business and marketing handbooks and frequently share news and information on dealing with the constantly evolving world of writing and publishing.

And things are changing, for the entire publishing industry. The old tradition of over printing books then pulping half of them later may be coming to an end. With digital printing delivering books on a per order basis, and more people bypassing paper entirely in favor of ebooks, the evolution is already underway. L&L Dreamspell is proud to have used eco-friendly printing right from the beginning and published in paperless ebook technology soon thereafter.
